Before the Global Financial Crisis, it was all about upgrading (luxury) and 
upsizing.

However, due to the GFC, the second home buyer market is being more 
mindful of current economic uncertainty and is opting to decrease debt. They 
are most likely to buy older/existing dwellings and renovating, or purchasing 
near new homes that are selling well below replacement cost rather than build 
new (unlike four years ago).  
 

The typical property being purchased by these types of buyers are detached 
dwellings that are priced around the $450,000 to $600,000 bracket. And have 
a block with a bit more space to restore their sanity—suitable for 2.5 kids and 
pets.
